	Unauthorized people will be able to contact students or leave inappropriate messages.
	Control who can be involved in a collaborative project. Use tools that require teacher-authorized log ins and passwords to access student work. For content that would benefit from a wider audience, use tools that allow teachers to approve comments before they are posted, or tools that automatically keep teachers in the communication loop.

	Students will use online collaborative tools during school for nonschool use.
	Like any privilege, such as basic Internet access, use of collaborative tools can be revoked. Clear rules, random checks, monitoring, and consequences for off-task behavior must be communicated to students.

	Collaborative tools will encourage cheating and laziness. Students will rely on others and not do their own work.
	Project rubrics can define expectations of quantity and quality of collaboration. Multiple methods of ongoing assessment can clarify student learning. Many collaborative tools show each person’s contributions, so teachers can assess participation.

	Students will share personally identifiable information or create inappropriate content.
	Teach students how to be responsible and safe global citizens. Present clear rules and expectations for students in an acceptable use policy (AUP) and collaboration instructions. Teach students 21st century skills.
