Editing the Course Wiki

Editing the Course Wiki is different than editing course content. You should use the Wiki Creator account to edit wiki content so site participants who view the wiki history will not see an unfamiliar name. 
The Wiki Creator account is used to localize the wiki content in the Gold version of Essentials Online. This user account can also be used to edit other content since the account is assigned the course author role.

To find the Wiki Creator logon ID and password, search for the Wiki Creator user or send a request to admin@teo.intel.com.

The Course Wiki editor has many formatting tools on the toolbar. To access the wiki’s HTML source code, click the Edit tab, and then click the < > icon in the toolbar. If you want to experiment with creating lists or changing table layouts, visit the basic HTML tutorials:

Click Back to at the bottom of each wiki page to return to the last page you visited before entering the Course Wiki.
Customizing the Wiki Appearance
Use the following steps to add a banner or graphic to all wiki pages to distinguish them from other course content pages:
1. Choose a banner or graphic.

2. Enter the course as Wiki Creator, and go to the course wiki.
3. Click the Edit tab.

4. Click Insert Image on the HTML editor toolbar.
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5. Follow the onscreen prompts to upload and insert the image. 
6. Repeat this process on all wiki pages to create a consistent appearance.
