	Ali’s pencil is 11 centimeters long.

Andrew’s pencil is 1 decimeter long.

Who has the longest pencil?

Ali’s pencil is 11 cm long.

Andrew’s pencil is 1 dm, which is 10 cm.

Ali’s pencil is longest.
	Rick and Cory play hockey.  Rick is 2 meters tall.  Cory is 180 centimeters tall.  Who is taller?



	Katherine’s thumbnail is 1.2 centimeters long.  Adam’s thumbnail is 16 millimeters long.  Whose thumbnail is longer?


	The Chilean Mesquite tree grows to an average height of 14.6 meters.  The Texas Ash grows to an average of 1,280 centimeters.  Which tree is taller?



	The length of the Nile River is 6,693 kilometers.  The length of the Amazon River is about 6,436,000 meters.  Which river is longer?


	The average depth of the Pacific Ocean is 41,880 decimeters.  The average depth of the Atlantic Ocean is 3,735 meters.  Which ocean is deeper?
