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Decision for Action on Bullying 
 
The survey on bullying provided many answers on student views on the topic. After 
surveying my classmates, I discovered that most of them want to reduce bullying and 
want to make our school a safe environment for all students. My classmates are open to 
taking action when they encounter a bullying situation, but they lack the information they 
need to select the best actions to take.
