Intel and NVIDIA are still in the process of negotiating in an attempt to resolve

NVIDIA’s concerns regarding the duplication and burden of the Subpoenas, and have agreed to

an extension of time for NVIDIA to file a Motion to Quash or Limit all twenty-five (25) of the

Subpoena f)uces Tecum to May 10, 2010 in an attempt to resolve these issues without litigation.

Counsel for Intel does not oppose this extension.

Accordingly, NVIDIA respectfully requests that this unopposed motion be granted and

that NVIDIA be given until May 10, 2010 to file a Motion to Quash or Limit the Subpoenas.
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Further, during such time, NVIDIA’s obligations to otherwise respond to the Subpoenas shall be

tolled.
