4. Make sure that the wired client you use for setup and configuration is
configured to obtain an IP address automatically.

Wireless Network Setup...

To set up the Intel® Wireless Gateway via a wired connection, use one of two
network setups shown in Figures 1 and 2. In the first setup, one wired client
is connected directly to your Intel® Wireless Gateway. In the second, two or
more wired clients are connected via a hub or switch to your Intel® Wireless
Gateway.

For either network setup, the computer you plan to use for configuring the Intel®

Wireless Gateway must have an Ethernet adapter installed. If you have an all-

Then, for either network setup, perform the following steps:

Physically connect to and power up the Intel® Wireless Gateway
as follows:

¢ Plug in the Intel® Wireless Gateway to an AC power outlet. If

required, first attach the international power converter
appropriate for your county’s connection type.

A minimum separation of 5 cm should be maintained between the
radiating element of this product and nearby persons to comply with
FCC rules for RF exposure.

* If you are setting up using a single, wired client, connect the red
Cross-over Cable between the Intel® Wireless Gateway’s LAN
port and the computer’s LAN port. See Figure 1.

¢ If you are setting up using multiple, wired clients, connect each
wired client via Ethernet cable to a hub or switch. Then, connect
the hub or switch to the gateway’s LAN port via Ethernet cable.
See Figure 2.

¢ If you do not have a wired, Ethernet-ready client available, but
wish to set up and configure your Intel® Wireless Gateway using
a wireless client, refer to the Installing the Intel® Wireless
Gateway Through a Wireless Connection section of the Intel®
Wireless Gateway User’s Guide.

¢ Make sure the DSL box or cable modem is connected to the
Internet Service Provider.

¢ Leave the Wireless Settings and Function Settings screens with

their default values for now.

e Enter values listed on your Internet Service Provider (ISP) Worksheet
into the Cable/ADSL ISP Settings and the ISP Additional Settings

screens. See item 3 under Before you Begin...

* When finished entering the settings, click Save and Restart. The
Intel® Wireless Gateway automatically saves the entered settings

and then restarts.

If, during the configuration, you change the default IP address, but you

wish to refer back to screens within the Web Management Tool, you

Note  must enter the new IP address in your web browser’s Address field to

access the tool again.

5. Test the Intel® Wireless Gateway as follows:

¢ [f the Device Status screen shows successful connections, open

your browser and access the Internet.

¢ |f the Device Status screen does not show successful

connections, or other problems exist:
— Recheck all connections.

— Recheck all configuration settings.
— Restart each computer.

— Reset the Intel® Wireless Gateway by turning the power off

and then on again.
