Installing PROSet

If the software installation program displays the
message "PROSet Il can not be installed due to
an incompatibility with the currently installed
adapter driver," remove the driver for your wired
Intel adapter and install an updated driver from the
Intel® PRO Network Connections CD, then restart
the software installation.

It is strongly recommended that you uninstall
previous versions of Intel® WLAN Utilities and
Site Survey software before installing new
software from the Intel® PRO Network
Connections CD.

Access Point Hardware Installation

It is recommended that the access point be
mounted on a wall or ceiling at least 8 feet (2.4
meters) above floor level, with the antenna facing
down. See the Intel® PRO/Wireless 5000 LAN
Products Quick Installation Guide. Installation
on a desk or table is not recommended.

The Regulatory Domain Field

The Regulatory Domain field on the Configuration
screen in the access point browser interface is set
in the factory and cannot be modified by the user.
In the ETSI domain, Dynamic Frequency Selection
(DFS) is enabled by default to meet the regulatory
requirements of that region. DFS will detect radar
signals on a configured channel and move the AP
to a clear channel. Use of clients without an AP
(that is, in ad hoc or peer-to-peer mode) in the
European region is not recommended, since the
cards alone do not support DFS and may transmit
on an illegal channel.

Setup Guidelines for Networks Using

Dual 802.11a/802.11b Access Points
When designing and setting up an 802.11a and an
802.11b wireless LAN in the same location, using
Intel® PRO/Wireless 5000 Dual Access Points,
keep the following considerations in mind:

¢ 802.11a and 802.11b devices differ in range,
coverage, and channel specifications

e Dual access points may provide greater
coverage for 802.11b devices than for 802.11a
devices. Site surveys involving Dual access
points will need to consider the requirements for
both technologies. In many cases it will be
advisable to consider basing initial access point
positioning primarily on 802.11a requirements,
and then adjust 802.11b settings as needed.

o 802.11b supports fewer non-overlapping
channels than 802.11a. As a result, careful
planning of channel selection and positioning is
critical, especially for 802.11b networks using
site surveys based on 802.11a requirements.

Selecting Ad Hoc Channels

Intel® PRO/Wireless 5000 LAN Adapters

operating in ad hoc mode must operate on a clear

channel, NOT on a channel used by an access
point servicing the same area. If there is a channel
conflict with an access point, the ad hoc devices
will fail to connect. There are two options:

o Do not specify a channel in ad hoc mode, or
select the All Channels option. This allows the
ad hoc clients to scan for an unused channel.

¢ Configure the ad hoc devices to a known clear
channel in the area in which they will be used.

Note: Use of ad hoc mode in the European region

is not recommended. See “The Regulatory

Domain Field” heading above.

Turn Off the Browser Cache When Configuring

the Access Point

When configuring an access point using the browser interface,

turn off the browser caching function. If the caching function is

not turned off, the browser will re-display the previous page
without the configuration changes.

To turn off the browser cache, proceed as follows:

o Internet Explorer: Select View, Internet Options, Temporary
Internet files, Settings, then select Check for newer versions
of stored pages: Every visit to the page.

* Netscape Navigator: Select Edit, Properties, Advanced,
Cache, then select Document in cache is compared to
document on network: Every time.

Adapter Switching Limitations

The following limitations apply to the use of the adapter

switching feature in PROSet:

o Adapter switching requires the use of DHCP. It cannot be
used with fixed IP addressing.

o Use with Intel wired and wireless adapters only.

o Adapter switching does not support use with a VPN at this
time.

o Adapter switching is designed to maintain a connection to the
network, but not to handle an active data stream. It is
recommended that use of adapter switching be avoided while
an active data transfer is in progress.

Microsoft WHQL Certification (WPCI5000 Only)
At the time of this software release, Microsoft WHQL certification
of the drivers for the Intel® PRO/Wireless 5000 LAN PCI
Adapter was in process. If a notification message displays
during adapter installation under Microsoft Windows** 2000 and
Windows XP using the drivers in this release, click Continue and
proceed with the installation. Updated drivers will be posted
when available on the Intel technical support Web site at
http://www.intel.com/support under Networking > Wireless
Ethernet Devices. If the software installation program displays
the message “PROSet Il can not be installed due to an
incompatibility with the currently installed adapter driver,” install
an updated driver for your wired adapter from the PRO Network
Connections CD, then restart the software installation.
