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Shortcuts are yet another way to make it easy for you to open documents that you use frequently.  You can create Shortcuts to any object in Windows 95, even e-mail and the Internet.  When you create a shortcut, the shortcut icon appears on the desktop.





When you double-click the Shortcut icon, the object it points to is opened.  So, for example, you can create a Shortcut to daily homework assignments for your students.  Students clicking the homework shortcut immediately see their homework assignment file displayed on the screen.
